· Looking at hiring Interns for the office.  NRCS had 3 apply and will be looking at them soon.

· Town Hall meeting for the new EQIP programs going on and we need supervisor’s input.  We are looking to host this in February sometime and want to know if the Supervisors would like to combine the meeting with Wood River SWCD.  The board agreed they would like to combine the Town Hall meeting.
